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2009 Field Activities

In 2009, one collecting trip of five days (16-20 June) was made to Big Thicket
National Preserve for survey of aquatic true bugs (Insecta: Heteroptera). Of the 33
localities visited, sampling took place at a total of 15 sites. (Appendix 1). Sites not
sampled on this trip were seasonally dry and will be visited in future trips. Additional
suitable habitats will also be selected on future trips. Aquatic dip nets were used at all
sites for sampling. In addition, shore bugs (Saldidae) were sampled using an aerial sweep
net and aspirator at the Lakeview Sandbar locality (PPT09-019: Orange County: BITH:
Beaumont Unit).

Black light and mercury vapor light trapping was conducted one evening at the
Roy E. Larsen Sandylands Sanctuary (TNC and BITH) near Alligator Grass Pond.
Numerous aquatic bugs and beetles were sampled, including taxa not collected from
Alligator Grass Pond earlier in the day by dip net.

Approximately 1,300 specimens of aquatic true bugs (nine families) and aquatic
beetles (eight families) were collected and currently under taxonomic and faunistic study
in the PI’s laboratory.

2009 Lab Activities

Processing and taxonomic identification of the June 2009 field trip material
continues and will be completed prior to the next water bug collecting trip in late 2009.
Along with identification, species pages and development of taxonomic keys for BITH
aquatic true bugs has begun. All aquatic beetles will be determined to the lowest
taxonomic level possible.

2009 Expenses

To date, no expenses to the PI’s 2009 BITH award for aquatic true bug inventory
have been incurred. The PI utilized other research funds to cover travel and supply costs
for the June 2009 BITH trip. At least one trip for late calendar 2009 is planned, with
which the travel and supply costs will be incurred on the PI’s active ATBI-BITH award.
